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1. PRESENTATION

The Chair in Ethnic Relations, created in June 1991, through a joint initiative of the Faculté des arts et des sciences (FAS) and the Faculté des sciences de l’éducation (FSE), is pursuing three mandates:

· to develop and strenghten research activities in the field of ethnic relations, particularly by exploring new problematics and approaches and defining programs with a comparative and international perspective;
· to contribute to the dissemination and exchange of knowledge in the field of ethnic relations, particularly by forging ties with other researchers and various players within the community;

· to play a role in establishing new faculty and inter-faculty teaching programs at the undergraduate and graduate levels.

In June 2003, the Conseil d’orientation appointed Professor Marie Mc Andrew in the Département d’administration et fondements de l’éducation (Faculté des sciences de l’éducation), head of the Chair for a four-year mandate, which was renewed for an equivalent term in August 2007.

From 2003 to 2005, the Chair’s development plan was established and various initiatives were launched in order to develop a research program aligned with the new Chairholder’s area of expertise, to define a strategy to increase the presence of the Chair within the community and to identify various avenues for obtaining the funding and infrastructure needed for its activities. These efforts resulted in the creation of a Tier 1 SSHRC Chair in June 2006 under the general theme of the role of formal education in the maintenance or transformation of ethnic relations (commonly referred to as the Canada Research Chair on Education and Ethnic Relations).

From a theoretical standpoint, this Chair seeks a better understanding of the impact of social determinants on educational interventions in pluriethnic settings as well as the resistance it generates, and to better identify the potential contribution of education in producing or reducing inter-ethnic inequalities and identity boundaries. The Chair is pursuing four strategic objectives:

· to ensure better coordination of Canadian research on the role of education in ethnic relations through, among other things, the intensification of comparisons between  provinces and between the two language groups, and the integration of various disciplinary and methodological perspectives;

· to support the emergence and sharing of synthetic, socially-relevant knowledge and its use by decision-makers, educational players and community organizations;

· to enhance the visibility of Canadian expertise at the international level and promote the development of partnerships with researchers and decision-makers in major immigration countries or multicultural emerging countries;

· to promote training and intra-provincial and international exchanges for new and future researchers.
Since June 2006, a single annual report integrating all of the activities led by the Chairholder has been produced, with the consent of the Conseil d’orientation (to reflect this integration, the expression “the Chair” is used in the report, instead of “the Chairs”).

This report covers the period from June 1, 2007 to May 31, 2008. It is divided into three main sections. The first provides an overview of our achievements in terms of research and national and international partnerships, teaching, our presence within the community and the development of our infrastructure. The second section presents some of the development prospects for the Chair in 2008-2009. The third section provides an exhaustive list of the publications and papers by the Chairholder as well as by the researchers, post-doctoral fellows and graduate students affiliated with the Chair.

ACHIEVEMENTS IN 2007-2008
RESEARCH
Component 1 – Culture, Socialization, Curriculum

The activities carried out under this component are organized around three main themes: 
1) The representation of civilization, religions and minorities in teaching material
This project, carried out in collaboration with D. Helly (INRS-UCS) and M. Ali (Ryerson University), is entitled Ethnic Relations and Curriculum Development: The Treatment of the Muslim World in Québec and Ontario Teaching Material (SSHRC 2005-2008). Its goal is to track the evolution of the place and representations of this issue over the last 10 years, acquire a better understanding of the weight of various factors on the authors and publishers of textbooks (such as the initiatives led by lobby groups from the Muslim community, the perception of current world events or the influence of other societies), and identify the training needs of groups of teachers from various disciplines. In this respect, many partnerships have been developed with decision-makers (namely, the ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport-MELS and school boards) as well as various groups representing the Muslim community. Of equal importance is the comparative dimension of this project. Our scientific committee is made up of F. Lantheaume (INRP, France), F. Lorcerie (IREMAM, France), F. Pingel (Georg Eckert Institute for International Textbook Research, Germany) and J. Garreta (University of Lleida, Catalonia) who contribute to the project through their respective studies on similar issues.

Findings from the analysis of teaching material in Quebec and Ontario were presented at various scientific and public education events, such as the colloquium Islam and Education in Pluralistic Societies: Integration and Transformations, organized by the Chair last May. Five articles, focusing on specific sub-themes in either of the two provinces or from a comparative perspective, were submitted or are being prepared. This research component reveals the following trends. Since the exploratory study on the teaching material at the end of the 90s, teaching material in Quebec has improved significantly in its treatment of issues related to Islam, the Muslim world and Muslims, both in terms of complexity and the space allotted, particularly in history books. There has been a distinct improvement in the description of Islam as a religion and Muslim contributions to the development of other civilizations. The Crusades are presented taking into account the Muslim point of view, and colonization is no more seen exclusively from an Orientalist perspective. Nevertheless, factual errors, omissions and ethnocentric biases persist. Islam continues to be described as a religion of submission and prohibition, and the treatment of certain historical events is still incomplete. The presentation of the modern Muslim world focuses on its negative aspects (natural disasters, wars, the violation of the rights of children and women, etc.), and little attention is paid to the presence of Muslims in Quebec and Canada. Ontario’s teaching material shares some of the strengths and weaknesses observed in Quebec. For instance, on the one hand, its treatment of certain historical events or aspects of the modern Muslim world is more detailed, while on the other hand, many factual errors, omissions and ethnocentric bias persist in the discussion of other issues. However, the teaching material in Ontario also bears some differences with that of Quebec: it provides less probing and complex coverage of Islam as a religion and of the contributions of the Muslim world to universal civilizations; but a much greater and more inclusive presence of Muslims living in Ontario and in Canada.

The other research components have also made significative progress, including the now completed focus groups with teachers in Ontario and in Quebec. The content of these focus groups is currently being analyzed. As part of this project, one must also mention the work of our 2006–2008 post-doctoral fellow, Amina Triki Yamani, who holds a doctorate from Université de Paris X, on the Impact on Muslim students on the representation of their religion and culture in the curriculum. The report, which was submitted in fall 2007 and used as the basis for an article published in the journal Diversité Urbaine illustrates, among other things, the bipolar relationship between young Muslims and the often contradictory knowledge they receive on Islam and the Muslim world from their family, schools or community institutions, and its impact on their identity and sense of belonging to Quebec and Canada. In addition, as stated in the 2006–2007 annual report, we organized the Chair’s major annual activity on a theme directly linked to this project and this research component, the international colloquium Islam and Education in Pluralistic Societies: Integration and Transformations, in partnership with the Canada Research Chair on Islam, Pluralism and Globalization.

2) Religious pluralism and reasonable accommodation
Under this theme, there have been a number of publications as well as activities to disseminate the Chairholder’s past expertise, while the Chair enjoyed greater visibility in the public and media debate.

The Chair’s main academic contribution in this area was a book co-edited with Micheline Milot, Coordinator of the Religion and Ethnicity research component of the Centre d’études ethniques des universités montréalaises (CEETUM), Jean-Sébastien Imbeault, Research Officer at the Chair and Paul Eid, Researcher at the Commission des droits de la personne et de la jeunesse (CDPDJ). Entitled L’accommo-dement raisonnable et la prise en compte de la diversité à l’école publique: normes et pratiques, it was published by Fides in May 2008. 
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This publication, inspired by the study days we organized in March and April 2007 on the theme Pour une prise en compte raisonnée de la diversité religieuse dans les normes et pratiques de l’école publique, comprises 17 papers from academics, decision-makers, and representati-ves of educational or community organizations, centered around five major themes: 1) Schools and Pluralism: The Institutional and Legal Context; 2) Reasonable Accommodation: An Asset or an Obstacle to Fulfilling the Mandates of Schooling?; 3) Current Debates and Emerging Issues; 4) A Comparative Perspective; 5) Reasonable Accommodation and the Debate on Integrating Immigrants: Pitfalls to Avoid.

Supported by many partners, including the CEETUM, the MELS and the CDPDJ, this publication is a valuable contribution to the current debate on recognizing religious diversity in schools, both in theory and in practice. It will allow academics, managers and professionals in education, as well as parents and members of religious communities, to deepen their analysis of this issue and develop appropriate practices. The publication includes a critical analysis by the Chairholder of the past and present training activities aimed at the school personnel and the preferred avenues in this domain.

Through the Chairholder’s participation to the MELS’s Comité consultatif sur l’intégration et l’accommodement raisonnable en milieu scolaire, the Chair was also closely associated with the analysis of a survey of over 1,500 school principals in Quebec, which provided an overview of the frequency and type of requests for exemptions to norms and practices, the milieus and communities particularly affected as well as the guidelines used in decision-making in this regard. This work was presented in the Committee’s final report, submitted in November 2007, and was also the focus of a discussion panel organized by the Chair in January 2008, which drew over 160 participants from university, school and community settings. The results of this survey help to deconstruct many of the misconceptions perpetuated by the media debate in recent months. Among other things, they illustrate stability in the number of requests to recognize diversity in schools (not an increase), a broad range of applicants (not predominantly Muslim or Jewish) as well as the significant capacity of school principals to refuse requests they deem incompatible with the basic values of Quebec society or the school’s mission.

Lastly, we intensified our efforts to develop a joint research program between France and Quebec on managing diversity in schools, in collaboration with the Religion and Ethnicity research component of the CEETUM (Micheline Milot), the Chaire Religion, Culture et Société (Solange Lefebvre), l’Université Lumière, Lyon 2 (Jacqueline Gautherin) and the Institut national de recherche pédagogique (Françoise Lantheaume). Preparing the colloquium La prise en compte de la diversité: jusqu’où? comment?, supported by the MELS and the Ministère des Relations internationales du Québec (MRI), to be held on October 6 and 7, 2008 within the framework of Les Entretiens Jacques-Cartier, enabled us to identify a common problematic and sub-themes that could serve as the basis for future collaborations (Political, Normative and Legal Frameworks with Respect to the Relationship to Diversity; Religious Plurality in the Curriculum; Adapting School Norms and Practices to Religious Diversity; History Teaching, Collective Memories and Citizenship Education; The Place of Heritage Languages in the Curriculum and finally, The Common School and Multiple School Spaces). In May 2008, the Chairholder, the research officer in charge of this dossier as well as our main partner, the Head of Services aux communautés culturelles (MELS), Claire Chamberland, participated in preliminary study days organized in Lyon by the Unité mixte de recherche Éducation et politiques with the Institut national de recherche pédagogique on the theme Le particulier, le commun, l’universel: la question de la diversité culturelle à l’école. The respective contributions focused on the indicators of equity and accountability in pluriethnic settings, the concept of reasonable accommodation in the Quebec context and the results of the above-mentioned survey. 
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3) Intercultural training of the school personnel and its attitudes toward diversity 
Under this theme, we first updated the module on the taking into account of cultural and religious diversity in schools, based on last year work on the evolution of the jurisprudence and legislation over the last 10 years as well as on the guidelines set out with regard to reasonable accommodation in the documents published in Quebec since 1990. The Chair also oversees the English translation of the module and has developed, in conjunction with the MELS, a program to train trainers who will act as resource persons, in light of the high demand regarding this issue in the education milieu, in the context of the Fleury and of Bouchard-Taylor reports and of The Implementation of the new Ethics and Religious Culture course.

Component 2 – Equal opportunity and equity

This component includes three major themes:

1) The academic performance and educational pathways of youth of immigrant origin
In this area, the main project, supported by the MELS, consists on the systematic tracking up to Cegep of cohorts of immigrant-origin students in Quebec who started Secondary I in 1998-1999 and 1999-2000, under the joint leadership of Jacques Ledent (INRS) and in collaboration with Jake Murdoch (Université de Montréal).
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Jacques Ledent

The study focus on seven sub-groups (East Asia, Southeast Asia, South Asia, Maghreb and the Arab world, the Caribbean and Africa, Central and South America, Eastern Europe). It provides a portrait of the socio-demographic characteristics (sex, place of residence, place of birth, socioeconomic milieu) and educational characteristics (level and age of entry in the school system, ethnic density and educational challenge of school attended, designation as an at-risk student, linguistic support) of each sub-group as well as various indicators of their educational pathways and academic performance (delay accumulated in Secondary III, secondary school graduation rates, results in French, mathematics and science). Multiple regression analyses will also provide answers to three questions: What factors influence the secondary school graduation rates among these youth? What is their respective impact in comparison with other variables not considered in the study, linked to family or school practices? And lastly, when all of their features are considered, do students of immigrant origin do as well, better or the same as students who are third-generation or more. A preliminary report on the results of the entire target group and three sub-groups is currently underway (phase 1), while the project will continue until September 2009. 

Also under this theme, we completed the multiple regression analyses in the project La réussite scolaire des jeunes Noirs au secondaire, carried from 2004 to 2007, also in collaboration with Jacques Ledent (INRS). The results were presented by the two researchers at one of the Chair’s Brown-Bag Seminars, an addendum to the preliminary report was written and an article will be submitted shortly to a relevant academic journal.
2) Contributing factors and favourable conditions for academic success among minorities: national and international comparisons
Under this component, the Chairholder coordinates a comparative project on Academic Performance and Educational Pathways of Youth of Immigrant Origin in Montréal, Toronto and Vancouver, supported by the Canadian Council on Learning and by Citizenship and Immigration Canada. The team is comprised of eight researchers: in Toronto, Paul Anisef, Ryerson University; Robert Sweet, Lakehead University; David Walters, University of Guelph; and Robert Brown, Toronto District School Board; in Montreal, Jacques Ledent, INRS; Jake Murdoch, Université de Montréal;  in Vancouver, Bruce Gardner, UBC; Cheryl Aman, EduData Canada. The comparison between these three provinces focuses on students who began secondary school in 1999 and 2000 and who do not speak English (or French in Quebec) at home. Three indicators are considered: secondary school graduation rates; participation and performance in various subjects; and the choice of courses and/or streams that provide access to college and university. Success factors that include individual variables (age, gender, socioeconomic status, mother tongue, place of birth, level of entry in the school system) and school-related characteristics (ethnic concentration, socio-economic deprivation, public or private network). Specific data on the place of birth that enables a distinction between immigrant and Canada-born students are also presented in the case of Toronto and Montreal. 
This project is innovative in many ways. To begin with, it is based on the still little used administrative databanks produced by the Departments of Education and School Boards in Canada. It therefore required close collaboration with the MELS, the Toronto District School Board as well as EDU Data Canada at UBC. In addition, the project involves major methodological challenges in establishing similar or equivalent indicators that have the same meaning for the different school systems in the three provinces. These challenges are multiplied by the fact that we are working with databases that were pre-defined by government bodies. This process is therefore being closely monitored by our partners working on the European project The integration of the European second generation research training network (TIES-RTN) who are facing similar issues in their own study of nine cities in seven countries as well as researchers in comparative education. In 2007–2008, preliminary descriptive results of each of the sites were presented during the 10th International Metropolis Conference held in Halifax in April 2008, in the context of a workshop organized by the Chair, and the submission of the final report is slated for the end of November.

The Chairholder’s participation in the TIES-RTN project, coordinated by Maurice Crul at the University of Amsterdam, also gained momentum. In addition to providing feedback to reports by doctoral and post-doctoral students supported by the European Commission within the framework of this project, the Chairholder will present the preliminary results of the pan-Canadian project, at a the colloquium that will precede the statutory meeting in October 2009, through a contribution entitled The Educational pathways of youth of immigrant origin in 3 Canadian provinces: Assessing the impact of socio-demographic, schooling process and school characteristics variables.
3) Anti-racist education and intervention

For the most part, this component involves specific dissemination activities led primarily by Maryse Potvin, Associate Researcher at the Chair, Professor at UQÀM and Coordinator of the Discrimination and Insertion research component of the CEETUM, who, as a post-doctoral fellow, was responsible for the research project Anti-Racist Education in Québec: Diagnosis and Prospective, conducted in 2005-2006 in collaboration with Fasal Kanouté (Université de Montréal). In addition, the Chairholder served as an advisor to the Bureau des sous-ministres to the Direction des politiques et programmes de Relations civiques at the ministère de l’Immigration et des Communautés culturelles du Québec in the preparation of the Policy against Racism and Discrimination, which should soon be launched by the Quebec government.
Component 3 – Policies and practices from a comparative perspective 
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Under this component, based mainly on secondary data, the Chair seeks to establish and develop comparative, synthetic and relevant knowledge on the policies and practices related to ethnic relations in schools and on the schooling of national minorities or immigrant groups. Activities who are centered around three fields of studies.

1) The education of immigrants in other Canadian provinces and immigration countries
The Chairholder coordinated a special edition of the journal Éducation et francophonie, published in May 2008, on the theme of Rapports ethniques et éducation: perspectives nationales et internationales, designed to promote future ties between Canadian and/or foreign researchers. This initiative is based on two premises. First, decision-makers systematic-ally ignore or underuse existing secondary analyses. Second, the way in which comparative projects are defined often ends in failure since they require a long and complex process. This is why we have encouraged researchers to co-author articles based on their knowledge of their respective contexts and on existing research data. 
This publication includes 11 articles written by 27 researchers and organized around three major themes: Linguistic Dimension of Intercultural Issues (comparisons between Montreal and Brussels, Montreal and Vancouver, Ontario and British Columbia); Cultural Socialization and Curriculum (comparisons between Quebec and France, the United-States and South Africa; Quebec and Northern-Ireland, New-Brunswick and Saskatchewan); and lastly, Inclusion, Educational Opportunity and School Success (comparisons between Quebec and Catalonia, Vancouver and Montreal, Ontario and Quebec). Moreover, since the journal is both academic (peer-reviewed) and professional (articles limited to 5,000 words, accessible on the Internet, widely disseminated among decision-makers and staff in the field), the impact of this project on policies and practices should be significant. The Chair thereby contributes to fulfilling one of its mandates, the intensification of inter-provincial and international comparisons and comparisons between linguistic groups in Canada with regard to education and ethnic relations.

2) Schooling of host communities and of newcomers in societies with a double majority
The manuscript entitled Les majorités fragiles peuvent-elles s’ouvrir à la diversité? Les enjeux éducatifs au Québec et en Europe (Can Fragile Majority open to Diversity: Educational issues in Quebec and in Europe) should be finalized this summer and will be published by PUM (probable date: winter 2009). The publication includes five chapters based on two major themes: The relationship to the majority Other (controlling specific institutions: identity politics or factor instability); Crossing school boundaries and intercultural rapprochement: Why, under which conditions?; Can memories, knowledge and citizenship skills be reconciled?) and the relationship to the minority Other (linguistic integration and equal opportunity: complementary or tension?; Adapting to diversity: a “normal” hiatus between rhetoric, practices and the public debate?). 

The Chair also maintained ties with its partner institutions of the Réseau sur l’Éducation dans les sociétés divisées, established in 1998, particularly with Catalonia. We welcomed Professor Xavier Vila from the Department of Sociology at the University of Barcelona in the context of an internship.

His visit gave Professor Vila a chance to update his knowledge on the language debate in Quebec as well as on linguistic integration and language use among immigrant youth in schools, while sharing the results of his work on these issues in Catalonia during one of our Brown-Bag Seminars. In May 2008, we also welcomed Lluis Samper Rasero, from the group Recerca sobre Interculturalitat i Desenvolupament (GRID) at the University of Lleida, who, in collaboration with Jordi Garretta, conducted a study similar to ours on the treatment of Islam in Spanish teaching material, the results of which he presented during the international colloquium Islam and Education in Pluralistic Societies: Integration and Transformations. In addition, we are participating in the organization of a Catalonia-Quebec-Belgium Seminar on the theme of Immigration, Cohésion Sociale et École to be held at the University of Lleida in November 2008 under the auspices of this group and its Director, Jordi Garreta.

3) Pluralism and education in emerging multicultural countries 
Developments in this area stem from our 2006-2007 activities. The launching of the publication Multiculturalism: Public Policies and Problem Areas in Canada and India, inspired by the conference co-organized by the Center for Canadian, US and Latin-American Studies (CCUSLAS) at Jawaharlal Nehru University, is scheduled for December 2008. Moreover, through the CEETUM, ties with this Centre were strengthened with the signing of an agreement by the respective authorities of both universities, aiming at intensifying student and research exchanges as well as joint events. Ties with the National University for Educational Planning and Administration (NUEPA), which welcomed the Chairholder during her 2004-2005 sabbatical year, were also renewed, among other things, through the invitation of the Head of the Department of Educational Administration at this institution, Najma Akhtar, to present a paper during the colloquium Islam and Education in Pluralistic Societies: Integration and Transformations.

The Chairholder was also responsible for the education component in the report currently being prepared by CERIUM, under the leadership of Karine Bates, Assistant Professor at the Department of Anthropology at UdeM, for the MRI. This initiative is intended to assist the Quebec government in building its strategy for greater visibility and presence in India, for instance, by identifying priority sectors, institutions and states in this regard.

TEACHING
This year, the course PLU 6040 – Éducation et rapports ethniques enjoyed tremendous success (17 students, this year primarily from the field of education, from 3 universities including several international students). This seminar represents a unique place where students from various faculties and universities interested to the relationship between education and interethnic relations can share their preoccupations and meet with a broad range of researchers who are examining these issues from various disciplinary, methodological or theoretical perspectives. In 2007-2008, 12 colleagues from University of Montreal (3 departments at the Faculty of Education, and Faculty of Theology) as well as from UQÀM, the Université de Sherbrooke and INRS-Urbanisation, Culture et Société presented their work or their research interests at the seminar, which covered four major themes (Theoretical Perspectives; Curricular Adaptation; Language Issues; Equity and School Success).

The Chairholder also continued to be active in teaching at the undergraduate level with the course École et environnement social (ETA 2200), and through her involvement in the undergraduate scholarship program jointly funded by the Fondation Bourgie and the Chair in Ethnic Relations for Canadian students of immigrant origin who wish to pursue their undergraduate studies in teacher training. This year, the theme of the competition was: Why do you think it would be important that more students from the cultural communities opt for the teaching profession? and the chosen candidate, Yara Shehata, who will pursue her bachelor’s studies in pre-school and primary school teaching, will be officially announced at one of the Chair’s upcoming activities. In addition to the support given to an individual, the Chair also contributes to institutional transformation through an enhanced reflection on the relevance of choosing a career in education among minority youth attending Cegep and, more broadly, within communities themselves that have been reached through their own media.

RESEARCH TRAINING
This year, the Chair contribution to training graduate students significatively increased, particularly at the doctoral level. Indeed, in the context of a professional faculty such as ours where most students are already employed in schools (teachers, principals, administrators), it has always been difficult for previous teams under the Chairholder’s leadership to recruit full-time doctoral students who could also be assistants or researchers in our various projects. The Chair’s broad visibility now facilitates the recruitment of candidates seeking to pursue a career in research in a university setting or in another milieu.
In 2007-2008, the Chairholder directed seven doctoral students, one master’s student and four MEd candidates. The list at the end of the section clearly shows that these students are undertaking projects directly linked to the components of the Chair’s research program.

Moreover, these students now come more often from abroad (2 doctoral students and 2 post-doctoral students) or from other university programs (3 doctoral students), which reflects the Chair’s major role in establishing international and national research networks.

Our post-doctoral scholarship program, launched in winter 2007, also contributes to intensifying our national and international contribution to training the next generation. In 2007–2008, within the framework of the project Ethnic Relations and Curriculum Development: The Treatment of the Muslim World in Québec and Ontario Teaching Material, our post-doctoral fellow, Triki-Yamani, conducted a study on the training needs of Quebec teachers on these issues, while contributing to articles that present the results of other components of the project. Ms Triki-Yamani was also responsible for designing and organizing the international colloquium Islam and Education in Pluralistic Societies: Integration and Transformations, and will work closely on the ensuing publication in fall 2008.

In spring 2008, the Chair launched a second doctoral scholarship competition with the explicit objective of favouring projects that focus on our second component: equal opportunity and equity. Among the seven candidates from three countries, we selected the project presented by Henda Hen Salah who has a Ph.D. from the Centre d’Analyse économique de l’Université Paul Cézanne in Aix-en-Provence and is currently an associate researcher and lecturer at the same university. Ms Ben Salah will conduct a comparative study of the determinants of educational success related to family attitudes and expectations among students of immigrant origin in France and Canada, based on relevant indicators found in two data sources (in Canada, the National Longitudinal Survey of Children and Youth (NLSCY) by Statistics Canada, and in France, the Panel d’élèves du second degré, recrutés en 1995). This project, which stems from her doctoral thesis on the full student body in the French context, will complement the studies conducted by the Chair in the Quebec and pan-Canadian context, which only explore social, demographic and educational factors. Ms Ben Salah will also be responsible for developing and organizing an international seminar on the determinants of educational success among immigrant students, which the Chair plans to organize in fall 2009.

THE CHAIR’S PRESENCE WITHIN THE COMMUNITY
This year saw an even greater presence of the Chair within the community, due among other things to the prevailing context in Quebec (debate on reasonable accommodation) and across Canada (Afrocentric schools in Toronto). 

The Chair participated in an intense and structured program of public activities divided into three categories:

Brown-Bag Seminars, the second or third Friday of the month, where Canadian or international researchers present their work based on recent publications or emerging opportunities. Six noon seminars were held, attracting an average of 30 participants from very diverse backgrounds. 
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Exceptionally, one of these events, a discussion forum on the report Inclusive Québec Schools: Dialogues, Values and Common Reference, co-organized with the Family, Children and Youth domain of Immigration and Metropolis, on January 18, 2008, drew over 160 participants. 

Researcher-Practitioner Seminars, the last Friday of each month, which bring together, from a closed guest list, graduate students and professors from the Faculties of Education of Montreal’s four universities as well as our partners from government, school boards, professional associations and community organizations. The theme of the seminar, which last year addressed equity and equality in education, was broadened this year to encompass the need identified by the participants of the study days organized in spring 2007 on the taking account of cultural and religious diversity in the norms and practices of public schools. Three individuals (at least one practitioner and one researcher) are asked to present their work or interventions on various sub-themes (for example, The Relationship with the “Other” and the Ethics and Religious Culture course; Managing Diversity and Reasonable Accommodation; Socio-educational Integration and School-Community Relationship). Despite the seminar’s success (reliable participation of 20 to 30 people), we are exploring new formulas that will ensure more consistent participation over the year, particularly among our university colleagues (including the possibility of real-time or pre-recorded distance access).
A major annual colloquium or event
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In 2008, we organized an international colloquium, Islam and Education in Pluralistic Societies: Integration and Transformations, in collaboration with the Research Chair on Islam, Pluralism and Globalization, with the support of Heritage Canada, SSHRC and the Faculty of Education. This event, held from May 6 to 9, 2008, sought to draw a comparative portrait of the educational issues related to the presence of Islam within different pluralist societies in North America, Europe and Asia; to identify innovative strategies and actions in this regard, with a special emphasis on the contribution of Muslim transnational networks; and lastly, to support the creation of a network of interested individuals on these issues. The formula of a colloquium by invitation was chosen in order to encourage continuity and coherence in the discussion among the 60 or so participants who equally represented universities (professors and graduate students) government (federal and provincial), schools and communities (not only representatives from the Muslim community but also from other religious communities which were ask to spark the debate from a comparative perspective).

The colloquium included five sessions: Adaptation of Norms, Programs and Practices of Public Schools to the Needs of Muslim Students; Adaptation of Faith-Based Schools to Civic Values and the Requirements of Mainstream Society; Teaching about Islam and the Muslim World: Formal Curriculum and Textbooks; Teaching about Islam, and the Muslim World: Real Curriculum and, lastly, Islamic Transnational Educational Network.
Twenty papers were presented by renowned researchers and practitioners from Quebec, Canada and around the world. Of particular note was the participation of Julia Ipgrave from Oxford Brooks University in the United Kingdom, John R. Bowen from Washington University in St. Louis in the United States, Najma Akhtar of NUEPA in India, André Daher of Antonine University and St. Joseph University in Lebanon, Lluis Samper Rasero of the University of Lleida in Spain, as well as Abdullah Antepli from the Hartford Seminary in the United States. The colloquium participants identified various possible collaborations, such as on the issue of the role and characteristics of Muslim private schools. A collection of the main contributions at the colloquium is currently in production. 

In addition to these on-site activities, the Chair-holder as well as other researchers, students and research assistants affiliated with the Chair participated at events organized by our partners and intervened with the media (some 30 appearances on various shows or collaborations on articles). Our contribution focused largely on the question of reasonable accommodation (Couchiching Institute on Public Affairs, Muslim Council of Montreal, CS de La Montage, MELS and various school boards, La Presse, RDI, Radio Canada, etc.). But other interventions addressed wider issues, such as the management of ethnocultural diversity, the immigration and integration policy, or the school success of immigrant students (Multi-Ethnic Association for the Integration of Persons with Disabilities, Petits-déjeuners du secrétaire général, MICC, Centre québécois de leadership, etc.). 

Lastly, one must recall the participation of the Chairholder to the Comité consultatif sur l’intégration et l’accommodement raisonnable en milieu scolaire, as well as to the Advisory Committee of the Consultation Commission on Accommodation Practices Related to Cultural Differences, which released its report in May 2008. The specific contribution of the Chair-holder concerned reasonable accommodation and other diversity issues in the educational milieu as well as various questions related to integration and intercultural relations.

In 2008-2009, the Chairholder will pursue her commitment in this area. In addition, Gérard Pinsonneault, who retired from the MICC after a long and productive career with the Direction de la recherche et de l'analyse prospective, will now responsible for media relations in his capacity as associate researcher with the Chair in Ethnic Relations.

infrastructure

Our Coordinator, Christine Paré, continued to manage relations with individuals associated with the Chair and with its partners, support the organization of our events and produce various documents.

She also devoted significant time to developing our website (https:www.chereum.umontreal.ca) which is now online. The site provides a national and international window on the Chair and features our up-to-date program, various reports, publications and activities. 

In keeping with last year, Ms Paré was assisted in her work by undergraduates as well as students in the early phase of their master’s who were assigned general tasks (filing, organizing events), as well as by doctoral and post-doctoral students or professionals who were assigned special projects (for example, Jean-Sébastien Imbault, MA, UQÀM organized the colloquium Les Entretiens Jacques-Cartier, and Amina Trikki-Yamani organized the PLU course and the international colloquium on Islam and education). Thanks to the efforts of the entire team, the Chair has benefited from an efficient and operational infrastructure that has allowed it to successfully carry out its research, supervise its students and play a role within the larger community.

DEVELOPMENT PROSPECTS
The year 2007-2008 saw the Chair’s intense involvement in public debate as well as among decision-makers and professionals in education, through, among other things, our many well-attended public activities. We also met our ambitious objectives with respect to recruiting full-time doctoral students of international calibre, and consolidating our research activities. In particular, we completed our main project under the Culture, Socialization and Curriculum component, and embarked on two other major projects under the Equality and Equity component. In addition, we worked on two collaborative works, one a continuation of passed activities (study days on the taking into account of cultural and religious diversity), and the other an original contribution to our mandate of coordinating Canadian research on the role of education in ethnic relations. 

In 2008-2009 we will continue to pursue and consolidate some of these activities, while pursuing three priorities. Firstly, the Chairholder will focus on finalizing various works (including the work on the educational challenges of pluralism within a fragile majorities) and write several articles based on the projects on the treatment of Islam in the curriculum (completed last May), and the performance and educational pathways of immigrant youth in Montreal, Toronto and Vancouver (the report will be submitted in November). 

We have also accepted five international invitations this fall (The French in North America symposium, in Kalamazoo, September 2008; Education Workshop, in Vienna, September 2008; The Integration Futures Conference, Prato Centre, October 2008; as well as the symposium Lengua, Educació et immigració and the Seminar Immigration, Cohésion Sociale et École, in Girona and Lleida respectively, November 2008), which will require time for reflection and writing. In addition, we will explore the possibility of launching new projects either stemming from our collaboration with the Canadian Jewish Congress (the treatment of Judaism in the curriculum and Jews in Canada and Quebec) or from the exchange network that emerged from the international colloquium on Islam and education (the role and characteristics of Muslim schools) or undertaken at the initiative of our MELS partners (determinants in the choice of a francophone CEGEP).

Secondly, we intend to significatively develop our relationship with India, following the Chairholder’s visit to CCUSLAS and NUEPA in December 2008 for the launch of our jointly edited book on multiculturalism entitled, Multiculturalism: Public Policy and Problem Areas in Canada and India. Based on our discussions with Professor Najma Akhtar and exchanges at the colloquium on Islam and education and the opportunities for comparative studies in this area, it is clear that a common field of interest would be Muslim schools and their role in educational integration and equity. 

Lastly, starting in the winter of 2009, we will try to relaunch and redefine, in collaboration with the Bureau du développement et des relations avec les diplômés, a funding strategy to support the Chair’s efforts to find stable funding for its activities.
